Initiative creates global value chains in a 

network that connects Europe, Asia, and 

Africa and that is characterized by 

diversity in languages, traditions, and 

values, as well as political, social, and 

economic systems and settings. As one of 

the most fascinating and risky 

developments driving the formation of a 

global society, this initiative represents a 

global economic, political, social, and 

cultural experiment with potentially 

beneficial but also potentially disruptive 

consequences for all involved. 

China is probably the first country to come 

to mind when addressing the BRI, but it 

may have large-scale implications as an 

international project. The research project 

aimed to contribute to understanding what 

the BRI can mean in economic, political, 

governance, legal, and cultural terms for 

the European countries involved.

The project's main objective was to 

research the broader impact of the BRI on 

Germany and Poland.

Furthermore, we wanted to present a 

broader context; thus, we decided not to 

limit the scope of research just to trade and 

infrastructure, topics most often present in 

media coverage, think tanks, and academic 

studies. In effect, students recruited to the 

project hail from different backgrounds, 

ranging from economics through social 

sciences to law. Such an approach allowed 

the launch of very diverse research sub-

projects mentioned in the first part of the 

report.

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Working on Book Publication  

1. Editorial phase. 

Before the final submission, there were 

around three feedback rounds for each text. 

Most of them were done between Jessica 

G. Schwengber and the teams. They 

included correcting minor errors regarding 

the detailed explanation of the authors' 

thoughts, linguistic issues, and substantive 

issues related to the specificity of writing 

scientific publications. Only then were all 

the texts sent to a professional English 

proofreader who marked unclear points in 

each chapter. That phase took two rounds 

as well. 

A LEIZ editor collaborator did the final 

formatting and checks before the texts 

were sent to the publisher's house in 

August 2022. Once the whole text is 

prepared, the publishing house will do the 

last checkout of the book so that it is ready 

in September 2022. 

2.  Content. 

Apart from the chapter on the students 

involved in the project, the book's first part 

includes a chapter from experts and 

scholars on the BRI who were speakers at 

the Transcultural Leadership Summit 2021 

on BRI at Zeppelin University. 

 

3. Lessons learned and outcomes of 

the research. 

The participants learned many lessons 

ranging from cultural and social 

competencies to knowledge. One of the 

crucial points of the whole program was to 

teach students how to operate within a 

diverse group successfully. The TSRG 

simultaneously gives sufficient expertise 

and an opportunity to use it in practice. 

This issue concerns a need for efficient 

cooperation between German and Polish 

participants and people from various 

bubbles: academia, think tanks, business, 

and public administration. 

Another important lesson learned by 

participants was how to conduct research 

effectively. Given the project's character, 

field research plays an equal or even more 

critical role than research conducted in a 

library or via the Internet. Therefore, 

students learn how to prepare for a 

research project and other related 

activities. For participants from Poland, 

lectures on methodology during the Winter 

School were especially valuable. The 

competencies learned then were used for 

good effect. 

The project's outcome was the book "The 

Impacts of the BRI on Europe: The Case of 

Poland and Germany," in which 

participants presented the results of their 
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research. It was proven that the impact of 

the BRI on Europe, at least in the case of 

Germany and Poland, is often exaggerated. 

Even in the case of Duisburg, elevated by 

media to the role of the primary node on 

the New Silk Road, trade with China 

represents only about 5% of all shipping. 

Chinese activities are further limited by 

increased foreign investment screening 

within the EU. Similar things can be said 

about legal and social issues.  

 

Geopolitical Thinking Global 

Sensitiveness, Geoeconomics 

One research aim was to make students 

aware that the BRI is not just an 

infrastructure project but covers a whole 

range of issues. One of these is geopolitics. 

In the lectures and discussions 

accompanying the project, we tried to 

show how China seeks to use the BRI as a 

vehicle for its geopolitical agenda and 

interests. Teaching participants to think 

geopolitically is all the more critical as the 

time of separation of politics and economy 

has irrevocably come to an end, which 

outside the security-politics community is 

very slowly penetrating wider 

consciousness. In recent months, the 

examples of Australia and Lithuania have 

made it clear that China does not hesitate 

to use all available political and economic 

means to achieve its goals or defend 

offended pride. 

Here, we come to the issue of 

geoeconomics. This term has become 

increasingly popular in recent years. 

Although it is defined in different ways, it 

all comes down to using economic 

instruments to achieve a country's 

geopolitical interests. These instruments 

include trade and investment policy, 

foreign aid, sanctions, and cyber-attacks, 

among others. In such a context, 

investments and projects carried out under 

the BRI take on a new dimension and 

significance. However, one should 

remember that the New Silk Road often 

responds to the real needs of the global 

south in terms of communication and 

telecommunication infrastructure. Hence, 

the attempt is to teach students about 

global sensitiveness. Many research sub-

projects deal with developing countries' 

problems associated with 

underdevelopment, often exacerbated in 

the social sphere by BRI investments with 

only Chinese interests in mind.

Following the Transcultural Leadership 

Summit 2016 in China, a Transcultural 

Student Research Group came together on 

the research question "Transculturality or 

Hybridity? The Case of Hong Kong", 

which explored the transcultural or hybrid 

contexts and practices of Hong Kong in the 

fields of politics, economics, art, media, 

migration, and behavioral ethics, and 

undertook a one-week research trip to 

Hong Kong.  

Following the 2017 Summit focusing on 

the sub-Saharan region, a research group 

emerged cooperating with the Hope 

Development Initiative from Uganda. This 

research group conducted research under 

the title "Transculturality and Community. 

A Case Study on the Hope Development 

Initiative in Uganda" in the areas of 

Business, Social Entrepreneurship, Politics 

& Governance, Civil Society, Culture & 

Identity, Digital Transformation, 

Leadership, and Arts & Culture and 

completed a 10-day research stay in 

Uganda.  

A third Transcultural Student Research 

Group started its work in the first half of 

2019, following the Transcultural 

Leadership Summit 2018 in Brazil, and 

conducted research under the title 

"Relational Leadership - Case Studies from 

Brazil" together with four project partners 

(FGV Center for Sustainability Studies, 

Insolar Social Startup, Transparency 

International, and SAP) and together with 

Brazilian students on different perspectives 

on aspects of relational leadership.  

Following the Transcultural Leadership 

Summit 2019 in Europe, a Transcultural 
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Student Research Group 2020 was formed 

with the Maecenata Foundation, consisting 

of ZU students and international students 

from six European countries on "Civil 

Society Cooperation in Europe." Due to 

the pandemic, the TSRG 2020 took place 

online.  

After the Summit 2020 on "New Silk 

Road(s) - New Perspectives for Europe?", 

the TSRG 2021 on "The Impacts of the 

BRI on Europe" followed in cooperation 

with the Boym Institute from Poland 

(ongoing).  

Since 2019, the Transcultural Student 

Research Groups program has included the 

Transcultural Winter School (for a 

description, please see point 1). In 2021, 

the preparatory phase of the TSRG was 

enriched by various workshops. Since the 

start of the project, more than 70 

participants have taken part, half of them 

international students. Bachelor's and 

Master's theses, Humboldt projects, Elinor 

Ostrom projects, Ph.D. projects, and alums 

research projects have been carried out as 

part of the project.
